Meeting Minutes

Assessment and Evaluation Committee
· Kathy Moore was not able to attend.  Tracey Kaly updated the status of the 2011 Indicator Report.  The final is at the printers and will be available at the next meeting.  If you want a copy before then, contact Chrissie.  
Marketing Committee

· Nicole Dee updated coalition 3 billboards are up in Pasco with the message “Remember providing alcohol to teens is against the law.  Set a positive example!  Graduation and Prom PSAs for TV are being developed and will run throughout the month of May and June.  Media kit is being developed for ASAP.  The kit will include history, ASAP accomplishments, purpose, etc.  It will be great introduction for ASAP to the media and can be used as a new member kit.     
· Web site was reviewed in real time.  We need to increase the partnership links.  Add a Call to Action on first page to get people motivated to join by accessing information easily and quickly.  Archive old minutes and newsletters, only most recent information should be on the first page and make the first page one screen without the scroll bar.  Mission statement needs to be under “about us” tab.  More pictures in a slide show on each page.  Action tabs and “get involved” instead of committees.  FaceBook was also reviewed.  
· Media Advocacy exercise tabled for next meeting. 
Prescription Drug Interlude 

· Alan Wilkett needed to leave early and announced the Pill Drop at Earth Day on April 30th from 9 – 3 at Crews Lake Park.  It is on the same date as the DEA National Take Back Day.  New Sheriff is Chris Nocco.  He will be appointed on May 1, 2011.  He will be an asset in our fight against prescription pill misuse and will continue to support prevention efforts.  

· Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP) has run against some criticism in Tallahassee and has recently been met with more support.  Clarification was made on some of the issues including an amendment for a court order to obtain information from pharmacies.  It will slow down the process of clearing people with a legitimate prescription as they will be detained until court order and information is obtained.   
Underage Drinking Committee: Next meeting- Thursday April 28th, 2011 2pm at Slice of Life Pizzeria on Little Road
· Second Annual Cyclone Rally Against Underage Drinking is Thursday, April 28, 2011.  So far we have panelists Sgt. Art Rowand of the Pasco Sheriff’s Office, Attorney Dennis Alfonso, members of the SADD Club, and BayCare Behavioral Health.  Flyers were distributed. 
· ASAP is participated in a regional Town Hall Meeting which will air on WEDU (public broadcast station) in April 21st.   Webcast is available on WEDU website and we will have a DVD for future use.   Katie Lamore and Chrissie Parris were in attendance and both asked questions on camera.  
· CMCA training is June 8 and 9.  Evidence based traingin limited to 25 people each day.  We will look at policies to change access to alcohol by minors in depth.  
· Safe Festival Training is a possibility to focus on festivals in Pasco County with alcohol being served.  It’s an assessment of their practices with alcohol and family areas.  
· MOU with new sheriff to assist with DUI and compliance checks will be submitted soon.  
Prescription Drug Committee: No meeting set. 
· DEA take back discussed earlier.  
· Discussion on criminalizing any parents using will put a greater strain on DCF services to place children.  

· Workgroup of Doctor Summit is forming to meet by phone at least every other week.  The summit will include dinner and speakers on legislation, impact on families in Pasco county, Diversion by doctors, and CME credits will be offered.  
New Business

· ASAP needs a location for a June meeting site.  Molly will look into availability through school board.  Second option is the parks and rec building on Collier.  
Membership Roundtable  
· Lisa Sloan shared that funding for the tobacco prevention initiatives looks good for the next year.  Cessation committee meets the last Thursday of the month to help pregnant women who smoke.  Two times as many pregnant women smoke in Pasco than the rest of the state.   

· Kelly Hatheway from Healthy Start Coalition passed out data on pregnant women abusing drugs in the Health Start program.  Comparisons were shown between Pasco, Pinellas, and Hillsborough.  
· Ed Monti stated BayCare is looking at hospital data and 50% of secondary diagnosis for admissions in the ER are related to substance abuse.   
· JoAnn Chambers stated poison control is seeing an increase in incidences with Europa.  Another chemical to replace the now banned synthetic marijuana.
