Tracey welcomed Coalition Members at 10:05 a.m.

Introductions took place.

Motion was made by Katie to approve the minutes; Donna made the second motion; minutes approved as written.

I. Began the meeting with a report on the Prescription Drug Abuse Committee. 
Tracy indicated the August 18, 2011 Prescription Drug Symposium was 

successful with approximately eighty attendees.  Dr. Johnson indicated he 

attended the symposium and agreed with Tracey adding that he felt the magnitude 

of the problem was clear to all who attended.  Senator Fasano, Representative Legg, Vice & Narcotics, CPI and other health care professionals were in attendance and on the panel.

Chrissie shared that a survey was distributed at the symposium; she will

review and distribute results at next meeting.  Chrissie added that there will be a follow-up Health Care Work Group on September 1st.

II. Sheriff Nocco presented as A.S.A.P.’s guest speaker.  He had a great deal of 

information to share; some of which he acknowledge ASAP would likely be aware of due to our work.  Sheriff Nocco confirmed Pasco County is #2 in the State with babies born addicted.

He indicated the Sheriff’s Office is taking a hard stance on the pill issues and all drug related issues.  As a result jail population is up because if an addict is arrested, at least they will be able to get help.  Eighty-seven percent of children removed is due to parental prescription pill use/abuse.

Sheriff Nocco reiterated that at all times their # 1 job responsibility is to keep citizens safe.  He discussed a program they have initiated called:  Intelligence Led Policing; citizens can go on line to share information/tips and to gain information.  Sheriff Nocco and staff in attendance shared the challenges pills have added to DUI stops.  The signs with alcohol abuse are much easier to determine usually, by odor, breathalyzer, etc.  Driving under the Influence of Drugs can result in poor driving and accidents but are more difficult to prove on the spot.  Art added that the laws aren’t caught up with the pill problem.  Some hopes of the Sheriff’s Office:  pill drop off boxes at all control district offices; partner with funeral directors to pass out information on the family members of the deceased re:  What to do with deceased persons pills left in home.  SRO’s will have a Facebook page to reach out to youth who can anonymously send message/information or concerns.  Some questions were asked and answered by Sheriff Nocco and/or some of his staff in attendance.

III. Alcohol Initiatives Committee
Chrissie indicated that surveys were sent to fifty-two of the vendors they did compliance checks on in June; to date they have received five back.  Will continue to explore ways to get more response and feedback from vendors.  Lisa added that tobacco efforts to get feedback from vendors has been challenging for them as well.  What she is hearing from vendors is that they do much of what they do because they are tied into a contract with the various companies, distributors, etc.

IV. Marketing
Nicole indicated she is continuing to work on the media kits and will be finalizing them at the August 26th Committee Meeting.  She discussed and asked for ideas for The Fall Prevention Campaign.  It was shared that eight people die a day in Florida due to prescription pill overdose.  Becky shared that FADAA recently released a report which included the following figure:  it costs 1.3 million dollars over a lifetime to take care of a baby born addicted to drugs.

Dr Johnson raised a question of how to hold the drug makers accountable for their role in the problem.  A Lieutenant from the sheriff’s office expressed that the pill problem is so widespread and challenging unlike some other issues because it truly covers a wide spectrum of involvement from doctors, to pharmacists, to the uses/abusers, dealers, elderly who don’t know any better, etc.

Coalition members supported a message about the danger of pills being the focus.

V. Assessment/Evaluation
Chrissie indicated she had a recent conference call with Dr. Moore and Dr. Young regarding the Comprehensive Community Action Plan.  They want to expand the plan but need more baseline data for prescription drugs.  They will attend next A.S.A.P. Meeting to review where things are at.

VI. New Business
Billy Major who runs the Drug Court Program shared some of information about the “Ambassador Program.”  He arranges for graduates to speak to juveniles in the system.  Part of the goals is to help juveniles think more about what is happening to help juveniles think more about what is happening in their lives.  He indicated A.S.A.P. members are invited to observe the process which takes place Wednesday August 30th at 1:15 p.m. in Judge Crane’s Court Room.  Phil added that juveniles not in the system may attend as well.  For more information contact Melissa Fuller or Tanya Posey at 727-423-2670.  Melissa added they have seen an increase in juvenile theft of cough syrup.  Chrissie asked if possible to compile some data on that issue.

Phil asked the Sheriff if they have a stance on the possible move to a four day school week.  Sheriff indicated that at this point in time they are not taking an official stance.

Heather shared that on September 29, 2011 at St. Leo’s there will be a community forum with Renee Napier as the guest speaker.  She is reported to be a very powerful speaker whose daughter was killed by a drunk driver.  All are welcome.

Lisa passed out flyers for a tobacco partnership event.

September is Recovery Month.
