Meeting was started at 10:05 a.m.

I. Tracey welcomed the group; introductions were made.  Heather approved minutes from May Meeting.  Shelah seconded.

II. Guest Speakers Ellie Ferro and Tracy Bono shared a great deal of information 

on Infants born drug exposed.  Distributed pamphlet and other related information.  They shared a little re: what they do in their positions as social workers.  They have seen babies born addicted to methamphetamines and opiates; distributing common symptoms (including jitteriness, sweating, diarrhea) the babies go through during withdrawal and/or as a result of exposure.  Such babies typically required four to six week stay at the hospital which can and does interfere with the bonding between parent and child.  In their role as social workers they try to work with the parents on getting clean (referring typically to PAR) and other parenting issues.  Many of the mothers are reported for abuse.  Some noted changes: three years ago they would occasionally see babies born addicted, currently they see this daily.

Typical age group having Infants born exposed tends to be mid-twenty’s primarily white and a range of social economics class.

III. Prescriptions Drug Abuse Committee
Chrissie shared that flyers have been sent out for the August 18th prescription symposium; twenty five are registered so far.  Lisa suggest considering a press event for it.

Chrissie also shared that this July 28th there would be a conference call for further planning of the symposium.  Tracey acknowledged and thanked JoAnne for her work on getting CEU’s arranged for the prescription symposium.

On July 26th a Volunteer Corps Meeting for the Pasco Sheriff’s Office presentation will be occur at Safety Town at 7:00 p.m.  The talk will center around what’s happening in the prescription drug world.  Representatives from a various agencies will be available for question and answers, including legal, court and treatment providers.  A.S.A.P will be present to distribute information.  

IV.  Alcohol Initiatives:

Shelah indicated the sub-committee has a draft for vendors, which was attached to the minutes.  Heather shared that the goal is to acknowledge vendors making good choices and offering help to all others.  The purpose of the survey is to gather information from vendors.  Recent compliance checks revealed out of the fifty-two vendors checked in Pasco, eight failed.  Approximately nine hundred vendors sell alcohol in Pasco.  Art and Lisa offered some suggestions on #5 of the survey; separating out what businesses currently do from what might be useful/helpful tools.  Motion made to approve document; Paula approved and Donna motioned to second.

V. Assessment/Evaluation Committee
Chrissie shared that an evaluation survey has been sent out to symposium participate and she is working on one re: A.S.A.P.  She asked members for thoughts on questions.  Debbie Antioco suggested the question:  “How did attending (only A.S.A.P. sponsored event) benefit them”. Lisa offered “What would you like to see A.S.A.P. do next?”

VI. A.S.A.P Marketing
Nicole discussed the marketing focus of A.S.A.P. as a prevention coalition.  She passed out a draft media packet, reviewed by members.  Nicole explained what each area meant within the packet.  Committee discussed who targets of these packets would be:  legislators, police, any government agency, PTA’s, any organization that can make an impact, including new members.

Chrissie shared that the new website revisions are in progress; we are on Facebook and Twitter.

VII. New Business
Lisa shared that there is an opportunity for colleges to earn $5,000 for advancing their tobacco-free policies.  August 5th deadline for letter of intent, where they are now and what are future plans.  She also shared there is a decline in progress for tobacco prevention statewide.

Lisa asked whether tobacco can be the guest topic in October; Chrissie indicated that would be fine.

Chrissie shared that the Statewide Drug Drop off is August 27th.  Locally, on that date, Pasco will have two sites:  Gulfview Mall and Shops at Wiregrass, both running from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.

Melissa Fuller, from Department of Juvenile Justice shared about the Drug Court Ambassador Program.  Juveniles enter drug court to hear stories of experiences, good and bad.  A local athlete is scheduled to speak soon.  It occurs once a month, on a Thursday.

It was also shared that the Tools program will be up and running at Land O’ Lakes High School, Gulf High School and Moore Mickens Education Center.
