Tracey Kaly, Coalition Chair, called the meeting to order at 10:05AM. Introductions followed.

 Agenda Items:

I. Approval of Minutes:
· Minutes from last meeting (April26, 2011) were reviewed. There was a motion by Donna Butt and second by Rick Hess to approve the minutes. All in attendance were in favor.

II. Assessment/Evaluation Committee:
· Kathy Moore was unable to attend. Tracey Kaly passed out the 2011 Profile Alcohol & Drug Indicator reports & reviewed them with the attendees.
     III. Underage Drinking Committee:

· (Next meeting will be held before the June 8th CMCA Training, but location & date will be TBD).

· Chrissie Parris went over the upcoming two day CMCA (Communities Mobilizing for Change on Alcohol) Training. It will be held June 8th (9am-4pm) & June 9th (9am-3pm) at Youth and Family Alternatives 7524 Plathe Road New Port Richey, FL. 34653.The training will focus on policies directly related to underage access to alcohol. Youth leaders such as the SADD club members are definitely welcomed. The overview of the training will include; first day, review agenda from last years training; day two; from 10:00am- 12:00pm there will be a panel of key sectors in our community (Senator Fasano will be present), where the attendees can ask questions. The rest of the day will be spent on deciding what policy we want to change/ put in place in Pasco County. Chrissie passed out formal invites for panelists.  Each day is open to 25 participants and is on a first come first serve basis. CEU’s will be offered as follows; 6.5 CEUs for June 8th & 4.5 CEUs for June 9th.  The infrastructure of community mobilizing can be used with any issue, so all are encouraged to attend. 

·  An overview of the recent Second Annual Cyclone Rally Against Underage Drinking Event was discussed. SADD club along with ASAP organized the event. There were approximately 100 students & parents in attendance. Chrissie Parris mentioned that all the feedback from the surveys distributed at the end of the event, were all positive reactions.

· Tracey Kaly reported that there is a new open house party law now in effect in our county. It went from a second degree misdemeanor to a first degree misdemeanor, $1,000 fine, and up to a year served in jail. 

· MOU with new sheriff was discussed and is still being worked on. 

      IV. Prescription Drug Abuse Committee:
· Chrissie Parris gave an update on the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP). It recently passed comprehensive changes with the way pill mills are regulated & targeted in Florida. It will prohibit doctors from dispensing scheduled 2 & 3 controlled meds right out of there office. It will create penalties for doctors whom are over prescribing these medications. Pharmacies can no longer dispense scheduled 2 *3 controlled meds unless they obtain a permit under the new law. Three million dollars will be given to local law enforcement to enforce these new laws. 

· Doctors Summit is tentatively scheduled for August 11th  from 5:00pm-9:00pm. Next conference all for the work group will be on June 7th at 10:00am. Still working on obtaining sponsorships for the event. The speakers will include; A Child Protective Investigator (CPI), Dr. Rafael Miguel (from USF), Law enforcement officer, Senator Fasano, Dr. Johnson (from Pasco Medical Association) and a representative from AGES will be present. CME credits will be offered.

· Hernando Anti-Drug Coalition will be recognizing Senator Fasano on June 28th at 9:00am in the St. Pete Times Building 1 on Cortez Blvd. in Hernando County. He will be discussing the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP). Meeting is open to the community.  Motion was made to cancel the June 28th meeting in order to support the Hernando County event for Senator Fasano.  Motion passed.  Next ASAP meeting will be set for July 26th and committees will meet in June.  
       V. ASAP Marketing:

· Media Kit Update. The ASAP marketing media kit which is similar to a new member packet is still being worked on.  

· Website Update. There was a recent conference call with Lisa Hilko, which resulted in another ASAP site to being created with all the new changes. The current ASAP website will still be active. The new ASAP webpage design and layout will be show at the next ASAP monthly business meeting.

· Prescription and Marijuana Media Advocacy was discussed. Chrissie Parris focused on prescription drug abuse using four questions to the ASAP members & ideas were then brainstormed. Questions were: 1.What key pieces of information on prescription pills; 2. How will this impact community health & wellness (Why is this important to me?); 3.What policy, practice, or norm do we want to make an impact on; and 4.Whose are targeted audience? 

       VI. New Business: 
· Next scheduled ASAP meeting on June 28th is cancelled. All ASAP members were in favor of cancelling meeting, to be able to attend meeting with Senator Fasano on the same date & time. Committees will still be meeting in the month of June. 

       VII. Membership Roundtable:    

· Cpl. Alan Wilkett shared two meetings that are open to ASAP members to attend.  

1. June 29th at 7:00pm the Sheriff’s office is hosting a town hall symposium which will be held at First Baptist Church on Trouble Creek rd. in New Port Richey. Topic being discussed is; Prescription Pills & Substance Abuse. ASAP will be present with a table. 

2. May 31st at 7:00pm at Safety Town on State Rd. 52 in Hudson, volunteers of the sheriff’s office is hosting training on Human Trafficking. Special Agent Wilagers of homeland security and Detective McBride will be speaking on this subject matter. Florida is the third largest state for human trafficking with Tampa being second or third in the state.
