Meeting officially called to order at 10:10 a.m. by Chair, Tracy Kaly.  Tracy welcomed coalition members.  Introductions took place.  Motion made approve minutes by Rick Hess and second motion made by Donna Butt.  Committee members approved minutes as written.  Due to technical difficulties, meeting agenda order was altered.

Motion for approval of minutes:

Meeting officially called to order at 10:10 a.m. by Chair, Tracy Kaly.  Tracy welcomed coalition members.  Introductions took place.  Motion made approve minutes by Rick Hell and second motion made by Donna Butt.  Committee members approved minutes as written.  Due to technical difficulties, meeting agenda order was altered.

Prescription Drug Abuse Committee:

Chrissie shared that three permanent medicine disposal sites have been added to our county to the one already set up in Dade City.  They will be placed in the Sheriff’s Office Substations – Little Road, Trinity, and Dade City.  

Medicines are weighed, documented and incinerated.  Tracy shared that A.S.A. P is partnering with Child Protective Investigation Unit for a prescription and Child Abuse Conference scheduled for August 2012.  It is tentatively being planned to be held at the Quality Inn in New Port Richey.

The events on October 27, 2011 is the NOPE vigil.  October 28, 2011 most schools are doing some activity for Red Ribbon Week to recognize that 7 people die a day in FL from prescription drug abuse.  

Re:  The Sarasota Local Ordinance Conference call – Sarasota is pushing to mandate doctors to check the PDMP before prescribing if they are a pain management practitioner.  Chrissie will keep everyone posted on a conference call time and date.

Alcohol Initiatives Committee

Shelah announced that the following letters on compliance checks will go out soon.  She also indicated St. Leo’s had a National Collegiate Alcohol Awareness Weeks.  Kelley shared that at Pasco County Community College, they have what they call “Peace” Week and it addresses various issues from health, substance use, etc.  The PHCC Health Fair Day is Monday, November 17, 2011.  Lastly MOU’s are going out, supporting Driving under the Influence Squads staying on the streets and SROs conducting more compliance checks.

Guest Speaker:

Lisa Sloan offered a three part presentation addressing:



1). Cessation and Mental Health, cessation and substance abuse.



2). Partnership handbook and successes; and 



3). Student Public Service Announcement on Candy Flavored Tobacco.

Acknowledgement of cigarette smoking as an addition is the first step in recovery and in helping those who want to quit.  Lisa shared that we do have more ex-smokers today than smokers; this is encouraging.  She also indicated that using Chantix is showing a forty-four percent success rate.  Smokers with mental health illness suffer more psychiatric symptoms, have increased hospitalizations and require higher dosage of medications.  Lisa presented slides of questions to consider when trying to help smokers quit.  She also shared the student PSA.

John shared that the rate of pregnant smokers in Pasco is double the state rate.  Rick added Pasco also has the highest number of newborns born substance exposed in the state.

Assessment/Evaluation on Committee

Roundtable:

Karen from Drug Free America spoke about ASAP starting a drug free workplace workgroup.  

Amy from Save our Society from Drugs (SOS) spoke on the issues associated with the legalization of marijuana:  costs, legal obligation, liability. The bill to legalize marijuana has been introduced in Florida and is heading to the November 2012 ballot.  Amy proposed ASAP signing a marijuana resolution opposing the legalization of any schedule 1.  The resolution would be used to educate legislators and join other prevention coalitions and providers across the state in a united voice. However, due to the time limitations Chrissie asked that they return in March because the topic is too important to rush through.

Annalisa – Passed out Driving Revocation forms.  Anyone can report an individual whose driving ability is questionable due to some physical or mental impairment.  

John from Healthy Start Coalition reiterated concerns they have the high number of substance exposed newborns.  Questioned whether ASAP may want to explore further.  Chrissie will set up a meeting.  

Gulf Coast Safe at Home Program has been granted another team.
Terrance shared that there is a Youth and Faith based symposium coming up in Orlando, he will forward the email to Chrissie.
