Tracey welcomed Coalition Members at 10:05am.

Introductions took place.

Motion for approval of minutes, minutes approved by members.

I. The meeting began with a presentation on Dual Diagnosis.  The guest Speaker was Jennifer Baptie, MS of Baycare Behavioral Health, Dual Diagnosis Unit.  Jennifer defined Co-morbid Conditions and discussed diagnostic criteria for Substance Abuse vs. Substance Dependence.  She highlighted the necessity for the treatment of mood disorders collaboratively with the treatment of addiction.  She shared the features and benefits of treatment with Baycare’s Dual Diagnosis Unit at Morton Plant Hospital.

II. Chris Wittman of The Trinity Pain Center discussed his presentation with the Legislative Delegation.  He presented the panel of Legislators with gratitude for their support over the last year regarding the drug monitoring initiative.  He indicated the need for further legislation regarding the language used in the Senate Bill for Driving Under the Influence vs.  Driving While Impaired.  Chris discussed his limitations as a private practitioner since the current law has no protocol for the detection of prescription drug use during DUI arrest. Without legislation for mandated testing, there is no public record of prescription drug arrests; thus, Chris suggested that current language of D.U.I. Law be changed in an effort to identify habitual use.  Specifically, Chris would like the new bill to mandate testing for narcotics.

III. The Prescription Drug Committee Initiatives were addressed by Chrissie and Tracey who were in pursuit of some clear objectives for the upcoming RX and Child Abuse Conference scheduled for spring of 2012.  Additionally, ASAP was congratulated by the Pasco County Sheriffs Office for their initiative of providing West Pasco with the upcoming placement of permanent medications disposal sites.  ASAP and Sheriff’s Office were further congratulated for the 1200 lbs. of medications collected on Saturday, August 27th.  Pasco County took in the most pounds across the state and won an additional permanent medication disposal site.

Tracey addressed and congratulated the Pasco County Sheriff’s Office and DEA for their recent arrest of 160 individuals for Drug Trafficking. The Pasco County Sheriff’s Office indicated that the arrests were part of an organized crime ring where each individual will receive an automatic fifteen year minimum mandated sentence.  

IV. The Alcohol Initiatives Committee was addressed by Chrissie who asked for member approval of the letter to businesses who did not service minors, as well as member approval for the certificate of successful compliance checks.  Lisa Sloan of the Pasco County Health Department requested that tobacco be included in the letter, which was approved.  Chrissie also discussed D.U.I. presentations in schools and the Student Take Away Program.

V. Marketing was tabled for further discussion because Nicole Dee of WTOG-TV was not in attendance.

VI. Assessment and evaluation was addressed by Kathleen Moore, PhD of USF who presented Statistics of Data Collection for 2010.  Trends included an increase in narcotic use, narcotic arrests, and narcotic deaths.  There was a decrease on alcohol trends.

VII. New business included upcoming events.
