Meeting Minutes

Minutes from the last meeting (February 22, 2011) were reviewed. Debbie Antioco needs to be added in attendance and “serve” pain needs to be severe.  There was a motion by Rick Hess and second by Heather Lavoie Mapes to approve the minutes. The minutes were approved.

Agenda Items 
Assessment and Evaluation Committee
· Kathy Moore brought copies of the 2010 indicator report draft and reviewed some of the new items and changes with the coalition.  Page 10 added economic costs of underage drinking; page 11 added trend data in substances with the youth; page 17 added where youth got alcohol and where they were drinking.  This trend supports ASAP’s initiatives with “Parent’s Who Host Lose the Most” and Open House Parties.  Table 12 on page 21 is a new table about newborns withdrawing from substances.  Rick will look into data on families with substance abusing mothers.  Consensus was reached that “Babies born addicted” will be changed to Drug Exposed newborns.  Table 15 is new from Poison Control on Suicide patterns by poisoning.  Kathy pointed out that Table 16 shows a decrease in alcohol related crashes.  It was suggested to split the youth and adult trends in treatment for Substance Abuse so the top 3 stood out for each demographic.  The last drink survey included is only a portion of the responses we are now receiving, so that data will continue to grow as we get better at collecting the information.  Suggestion to add information on the economic cost of substance abuse in the work place, in hospitals, and in treatment.  It was also suggested that stories and quotes be added to give a story to the numbers. Marketing Committee

· Chrissie and Tracey met with Fred Volpe at a statewide cluster meeting in Orlando.  Fred is the Project Officer for Drug Free Communities Grant and discussed Health Care Reform’s impact on coalitions.  Wellness and prevention are important to the healthcare plan and coalitions are in a unique position in their communities with different sectors already meeting to talk about prevention for the community.  This should play a role in marketing and branding ourselves in the community as we move forward.   
· Chrissie passed out the “about us” page on the website and asked everyone to read and make comments about what should change.  Feedback included:   
· Our mission states that we prevent abuse in youth and adults, but the website focuses in on youth initiatives.
· Define the coalition process and how a coalition works in a community. 
· Add stats to break up the text
· Change the wording to more strength based approach instead of reduce and decrease make it improve and increase.  
· Update pictures to current events from the past year. 
· If you have an event be sure to send theto Chrissie Parris in order for us to list in on the www.pascoasap.com events page.  This includes meetings in the community.  If they are not already on the calendar, remind Chrissie to post them. 
· The marketing committee has been meeting to put together a media plan.  Once the website is complete, the committee will work to prioritize efforts and develop messages for different media outlets.  A press kit is being put together and Nicole is talking to newspapers about a plan to do a one to one match on articles and ads with prevention messages.  The rotation would include Open house parties, parents who host lose the most, marijuana, and prescription drug diversion.  
· Over the next month during prom and graduation season we are rolling out a media campaign on open house parties and providing alcohol to minors.  
Underage Drinking Committee: Next meeting- Thursday March 24, 2011 3pm at Regency Park Library 1907 Little Road
· Second Annual Cyclone Rally Against Underage Drinking is Thursday, April 28, 2011.  So far we have panelists Sgt. Art Rowand of the Pasco Sheriff’s Office, Attorney Dennis Alfonso, members of the SADD Club, and BayCare Behavioral Health.  We are still looking for a doctor to answer questions from a medical stand point.  Last year approximately 200 people attended.  Flyers will be distributed through email for you to share with your contacts. 
· ASAP is participating in a regional Town Hall Meeting which will air on WEDU (public broadcast station) in april.  The filming is April 7th at their station in Tampa starting at 5:30pm.  Satellite audiences will skype in from Manatee, Sarasota, and another location further south in Lee county.  Twelve counties are participating from the Suncoast region.  We want people in the Pasco region to ask questions of the panelists.  A flyer will be distributed soon with more information.  If you are interested in attending, please talk to Chrissie.  It’s a great opportunity for volunteer hours and the entire broadcast will be shared on WEDU’s website and put on a DVD for future use in Pasco County.  
· Pasco Sheriff’s Office (PSO) completed compliance checks at 76 stores on March 14 and 15.  Fifteen stores sold to the underage person; therefore 81% were compliant.  

· Sgt. Art Rowand did a great job at the Parent’s Who Host presentation at WireGrass Ranch High School.  Another presentation is scheduled for Anclote High School on April 25th.  Alcohol Environmental Scan is in full swing. 
Prescription Drug Committee: Next Meeting Thursday, March 31st from 9am – 10:30am at 7809 Massachusetts Ave. in Room 188.  This is BayCare’s Administrative Office Building
· Chris spoke with Rafael Miguel, an anesthesiologist and pain medicine physician.  He is open to speaking to ASAP and participating in our Doctor’s initiative.  We are still working to get someone to sponsor the CMEs for the program.  Lisa suggested we look into AHEC – Area Health Education Center.  
· Judge Tepper invited ASAP to discuss local impact of Prescription Drug Abuse with Dave Aronberg,  Special Counsel to Lead Anti-Pill Mill Initiative and Representative Will Weatherford on Prescription Drug abuse data trends in Pasco County.  It is important to continue writing and calling our senators and Speaker fo the house – Dean Cannon to support the PDMP.  The Governor’s office also needs to hear from us.  Numbers have been posted of FaceBook and several people have shown their support. 
· The Pill Drop with Pasco Sheriff’s Office was a success on Saturday, March 19.  The next event is April 30 as part of the nation wide DEA take back.  Dade City PD is participating and the sheriff’s office will have a site at an Earth Day event at Crews Lake Park.
